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In a landmark project for
Meyer Sound, an estimated
1,800-plus of the manufactur-

er’s EXP cinema loudspeakers are set
to be installed as part of a 60-screen
upgrade at CinemaxX AG locations
across Germany and Denmark.

The CinemaxX rollout follows hot
on the heels of EXP installations in
North America and Europe.

“The film exhibition market in
Korea is fast-growing and extremely
competitive,” says Brooke Lee of proj-
ect supplier and integrator Kinoton
Korea. “The dynamic power and accu-
racy of EXP proved a perfect match for
the upscale M concept, which features
luxury seating, a 19m-wide screen, and
Sony 4K digital projection.”

In other news, and further reflect-
ing Meyer Sound’s global profile, the
manufacturer has announced the incor-
poration of Meyer Sound Middle East.
Located in Dubai Media City, the new
office will commence operations on 1
June under the direct supervision of
Mauricio Saint Martin.

“The development of the AV indus-
try in the Middle East has made it
essential for us to form a strategic
presence in Dubai, which will serve
as an important regional hub for our
business operations in the territory,”
says Helen Meyer, executive vice pres-
ident of Meyer Sound.
